We show you how to equip your donkeys by giving Yol indispensable advices so that your donkeys do
not injure themselves: donkeys are equipped wjghcksaddle of porterage with crosspieces on whigh w
hang on two big bags which are supplied to youiamwdhich you can store your luggage. These bggba
